New Digs for Critters and Crafts 
Handicraft and nature have finally 

found a more permanent home at Camp 
Eastman. After years of moving between 
locations, both programs have settled into 
their new surroundings in the Handicraft & 
Nature Center, funded and built by Mike 
Sullivan in memory of his father, Richard.   

Experienced (by experienced we mean 
old) scouters may remember a time when 
camp had its own water treatment facility, 
affectionately knows as Shafer Lake. Water 
was pumped from the Mississippi River, 
stored in a lagoon, and processed in a build-
ing just west of the swimming pool. After 
Camp Eastman was connected to a rural 
water facility, the filtration system was no 
longer needed. 

After the lagoon area was filled in and 
graded, the filtration equipment removed, 
and the old structure torn down, Mike be-
gan construction on the project, utilizing 
the existing foundation of the filtration 
plant. Doors and windows were cut into the 
concrete, and a new building was raised. 

Nature occupies the upper floor of the 
building and makes good use of the huge 
deck that spans the back of the structure, 
overlooking Peter Pond. Handicraft is lo-
cated in the lower floor, utilizing the rooms 
that have been cut out of the original foun-
dation and a large concrete pad below the 
deck. 

The building was designed with a dual 
purpose in mind. Because it is equipped 
with a fireplace, it can be used by Troops
