Probably the most noticeable is the 
Burg Hall renovation, which was begun two 
years ago and was wrapped up a few weeks 
before camp. New bathroom facilities, a fire-
place, siding and interior wall coverings are 
just a few of the improvements. 

Grants from the Des Moines County 
Special Needs Foundation and Catfish Bend 
Casino enabled another section of road to be 
graded and blacktopped in an ongoing effort 
to make camp facilities more accessible for 
all. 

The restoration of Eastman Lodge has 
not slowed down in the last twelve months. 
The loft has a new floor, electrical and other 
work has been done in the kitchen, and sev-
eral new items of interest have been added, 
including a display honoring camps original 
benefactors, Mr. and Mrs. Eastman. 

The C.O.P.E. Program has updated or 
moved several events, and the Outpost area 
in general has been returned the open, pictur-
esque state that campers enjoyed twenty to 
thirty years ago.  A new gate and fencerow 
has been added to complete this year’s work 
in the area. 

Physical changes are not all that will be 
new for campers this year. The Trailblazer 
program, which is designed to bring new 
challenges and experiences to older scouts, 
begins its inaugural season this year. The 
new camp sailboat, “Peaches” will be 
moored on the Mississippi river throughout 
the summer, and a new motorboat has ar-
rived just in time for motor boating and wa-
terskiing classes. 

The Camp Commissioners are also intro-
ducing a few new wrinkles, including an op-
tional, delivered to your campsite, morning 
coffee service and the always interesting 
daily newspaper you are now enjoying.
